Identifying Features/Comments

native to Britain. White under-leaf

alternate 5 lobe leaves. Autumn colour

native to Britain. Good for wildlife

upright pollen stalks in late Autumn

red flowers and smooth conkers

native hybrid with Pedunculate Oak

early pink flowers before leaves

survived the Dutch Elm disease

paired, hand-like decorative leaves

large leaves, red in Autumn

showy white bracts when flowering

large white flowers

Japanese conifer. Leaves white below

many varieties available

Identifying Features/Comments

large buds with silver whiskers 

roundish leaves. Green/white striped bark

fast growing. Autumn leaves yellow

needles with whitish top in clusters of five

alternate leaves. Vivid Autumn colour

ornamental form with golden-edged leaves 

weeping form of native beech

flowers in July. Good for bees

short needles and cones

weeping form of native ash

long white, scented flower clusters

native to Britain

selected form of British native

scented leaves and walnuts in autum

nearly pink double flowers
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
